The Bachelor of Arts in English has concentrations in Dramatic Literature, Literature, Creative Writing, and Professional Writing--as well as a special program for students planning to teach in secondary school.

The English minor offers four choices (see below): [1] Comprehensive (non-specialized),           [2] Writing, [3] Dramatic Literature, and [4] Professional Writing.
ENGLISH MINORS FOR NON-ENGLISH MAJORS

Students who minor in English are welcome to participate in all Department activities. Minor programs may be selected from the following four choices; further information on academic minors is available at the English Department office [249 Meier Hall; 542-6270].
1. English (Comprehensive or non-specialized) (18 credits). 

Required: Six ENG courses (one literature sequence--consisting of two sequential 3-credit courses such as ENG 294/295 or ENG 225/226--and any other four English courses numbered higher than ENG 106H).

2. Writing (15 credits). 

Required: any Five ENG courses in writing and communications.
3. Dramatic Literature (18 credits). 

Required: ENG 394 Drama I, ENG 395 Drama II plus any four courses selected from ENG 331, 332, 379, 380, 432, 438, 459, 490, 491.
4. Professional Writing (18 credits). 

Required: Six courses: one literature sequence (6 credits) plus ENG 301, Introduction to Professional Writing (3 credits), ENG 430 Special Topics in Professional Writing (3 credits), ENG 509 Portfolio Seminar (3 credits) and one course (3 credits) selected from one of these following courses: ENG 300, ENG 313, ENG 314, ENG 325, ENG 400, ENG 405, ENG 408, ENG 409, ENG 422, ENG 502, ENG 508.
