Course Description:. A study of world literature emphasizing major works of Ancient literature through the Seventeenth Century.  May be used as a literature sequence except by Bachelor of Arts English majors. Three lecture hours per week.  Not open to students who have received credit for ENG 294. Prerequisite: ENG 102, ENL 102, ENG102E, ENL 102ESL, ENG 103, ENL 103, ENG 106H,or ENL 106H.   ►This online section of ENL 260 weekly requires timely researching, reading/ analyzing, online posting, and writing about a mix of representative literary works from different peoples/cultures from various epochs and eras. The chosen literary works will be from several literary genres (i.e., poems, short stories, plays, folk tales, and collected teachings/sayings) and ach chosen literary work will be studied in depth.  NOTE: ENL 260 and ENL 261 may be taken in either order.  3  credits  D1 Humanities.

Course Goals:

1) To encourage students to become familiar with eras, issues/environments, diverse cultures/peoples, and literature of the world from Ancient times thru the 17th century;
2) To provide approaches to interpreting and to analyzing literature (as you explore themes and practice establishing and supporting an argument in literary analysis);

3) To appreciate--as an art form--selected enduring masterpieces of world literature (as conveyed in various literary genres);
4) To furnish some understanding of--and tools for—critical reading, critical thinking, writing, and communicating about great literature of the world;

5) To help students to know themselves better as they explore the writings, values, ideas, and customs of earlier eras or epochs.
Objectives (and Enabling Activities) to Meet Course Goals: 

A. One-page Insight Essay  [3  @100 pts. = 300 pts.]. As we undertake the study of each work by its playwright, poet, or writer, the student will compose in his/her own words a series of 3 typed single-spaced, thoroughly-proofread, 375-word Insight Essays as vehicles for conveying the student’s own reactions, analysis, and conclusions about any three [only, please] of the assigned great works. These individual essays cannot be plot summaries, “lifted” from background articles, nor Internet re-hashings.  Writing each essay will allow the student to integrate his/her grasp of the author, tone, characters, plot, themes, symbols/ imagery, language, and/or setting for the literary works examined in this course.  TIP: Pick one aspect of each work, state a thesis, support your argument[s] with examples and/or sources, and use MLA citations/documentation [see pdf sample MLA student paper located on the www.drwarren.info website for details] if using outside sources. Creativity is encouraged: any approach that helps you to explore the timelessness, formal elements, and themes of these works is OK. Each complete one-page Insight Essay will be submitted thru Blackboard WebCT by 11pm on the Sunday of  the [last] week in which that work is featured. Insight Essays must contain [1] date of submission; [2]  show name of the literary work being written about; [3] have a fitting title created by student, and [4] show student’s name/course number/section. 
B. Reading assignments, preceded by the student’s own online or library research and by the student’s ongoing consultation of the ENL 260 coursepage [at www.drwarren.info with its useful URLs] will foster appreciation of these great literary works and will facilitate student’s critical thinking, research, and writing skills. 

C. Active and meaningful Involvement online [required for any 10 weeks during the designated period (23 Jan – 29 April); up to 30 pts awarded for each qualifying weekly posting]. Some literary works will have more than one posting.  The student will post to the course’s online Discussion Board a literate, thoughtful, and supported response (min. 125 words) to the week’s prompt posted  by the Instructor; in addition, the student will post online to the Discussion Board at least one  provocative, original, and thoughtful reaction/response to that week’s posting[s] by a classmate[s]. These peer exchanges will enhance grasp of the literary works. 

D. Independent Research [online and at library] before/during each work studied] will promote hands-on retrieval of varied data, critical thinking, and academic writing. 
E. FINAL EXAM Project  [400 pts.] is based on assignments, readings, research, ENL 260 URLs material, and online discussions/postings. Final will promote/show the student’s grasp of key concepts relating to our study of literature; exam will include three parts: T-F; Identify/explain the excerpt or quote taken from ALL assigned works, and short ID mini-essays.  Exam permits the student to analyze a work[s] from multiple perspectives,; it is all-inclusive and completed exam is due on specified date.
